If you think this might affect you and a
university's published admissions policy is not clear, it is sensible to check
with Admissions staff before applying.
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Requirements for specific subjects

The GCSE or other standard level entrance requirements for individual
degree courses are quite varied. In some cases, a particular subject

or grade is required at standard level if it isn’t being offered at
advanced level. The summary below gives an idea of some of the GCSE
requirements that you might come across for certain degree courses.
Remember that these are only examples and requirements can differ
from one university to another. It's important to check university
websites for detailed requirements before applying.

*« Applicants to study Medicine, Dentistry and Veterinary Science
are usually required to have very good GCSE results in Maths,
Science and English.

+ Applicants to study Teacher Training are required to have a minimum
grade 4 or 5 in GCSE Maths, Science and English. Some universities
may ask for a minimum of grade é.

* For adegree in English, universities often look for applicants to
have a GCSE in a modern or classical language.

« For a Business degree, sometimes a grade 7 or above, or more
often at least a grade 5 or 6, in GCSE Maths is required.

* A grade 5 or é in Maths is often required for a degree in
Psychology, and a grade 5 or 6 in Science may sometimes be
required.

» To study a science subject at university (including Biology,
Chemistry or Physics) applicants who are not offering Maths at
advanced level will often need to have achieved a minimum of
a grade 4 or 5 in Maths at GCSE.
